Could 1t be
Lyme disease?

yme disease is a bacterial infection often transferred

by brushing against immature deer ticks in high

grasses or heavily wooded areas. While most cases

respond successfully to antibiotics, Lyme disease can
cause serious complications—including heart and neurologi-
cal problems—if undetected and untreated.

Know the two most common symptoms of early Lyme
disease: a bull’s-eye rash and flu symptoms, including head-
ache, fever and nausea. If you experience symptoms after
possible exposure, see a physician.

AVOID TICKS
The best way to deal with Lyme disease is to avoid tick bites.
After you’ve spent time outdoors, check your body, including
your scalp, for ticks. If you find an attached tick, remove it
with tweezers, grabbing
close to your skin and
slowly lifting straight up.
Save the tick and take it
to your physician, who
can check to see if the
insect is infected.

recently added exciting new technology to its
radiological services department. The Philips
Brilliance computed tomography (CT) 64-
channel scanner allows our technicians to conduct
advanced multislice
CT studies. This
system enables our
radiology depart-
ment to achieve
quality performance
neurovascular stud-
ies, coronary artery
imaging, pulmonary
imaging and critical
care procedures.

The unique Essence technology is at the core of
the CT 64-channel scanner. Consisting of an industry-
exclusive X-ray tube, detector and reconstruction
advancement to deliver optimal image quality, Essence
technology’s design features lead to new levels of
clinical performance in radiological services right here
at DRMC.

hat if there was a contraceptive procedure

that required no incision or general anes-

thesia? And imagine you could considerably

reduce the length of your hospital stay and,
in many cases, have it done in the comfort of a clinic
office. The answer is at Dyersburg Regional Medical
Center.

“A traditional tubal ligation takes about four hours
from start to finish, while the Essure procedure takes,
on average, less than an hour,” says Beverly Love, M.D.,
a board-certified obstetrician/gynecologist at Dyersburg
Regional Women’s Center.

Essure, which gained approval by the U.S. Food and
Drug Administration in 2002, has helped women reduce
the discomfort and recovery time from a tubal ligation.
With the Essure procedure, a miniature metal coil is
guided through the woman’s vagina and uterus and up
to the fallopian tubes, where it’s implanted; scar tissue
forms and blocks fertilization permanently. The method
has been proven to be more than 99 percent effective,
and patient recovery times are dramatically reduced.
Women can return to normal activities within a day
after the procedure, versus at least a week of recovery
with tubal ligation.

Dr. Love supported this procedure from the start and
was one of only a few physicians selected for the Essure
procedure clinical trials. “I’ve done hundreds of Essure
procedures and have been very pleased with the
outcome,” says Dr. Love. “But, more important, my
patients have been very satisfied with the procedure
and the minimal discomfort and recovery time.”
